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  REGULATION OF the 22nd TOURNAMENT EDITION 2011

Association EUROP' football organizes a tournament, young players in the official category Under 15
in Vertou => on the grounds of Echalonnières and the Center _Town in High Goulaine => with sports
complex of the Cross of the Sizes, opened with the teams Européennes “U.E.F.A” pertaining to the
“United Nations of the F.I.F.A.”
  ART.1:      Any team engaged in the test is composed of 11 players and 5 substitutes, born starting
from January 1st, 1996, fired in the National federation of the country to which it belongs.
subparagraphs specific to the tournament:
 a) To give the “Sheet of Match official” and presentation of the licenses, as of your arrival, at the
Accounts center of the tournament.
 b) Any player laid off in a club other than that committed cannot claim to take part in the
tournament.
c) Only the 16 players registered on the official sheet of match, after checking of the licenses, are
authorized to play.
d) Only the 16 players and the 3 leaders registered on the sheet of match will be able to go up on the
podium to the handing-over of the trophies.

ART.2: The tournament begins saturdays after midday by a preliminary round (formula
championship). After lottery, the teams are divided into 6 groups of 4 teams. The 6 first and the 2
best second of these 6 groups reach the “quarterfinal”. The 4 other second and the 4 best third
contribute of 9th to the 16th place. The 8 remaining teams contribute of 17th to the 24th place. The
“challenge Vincent GIRARD” is allotted to the best French team.
Subparagraphs specific to the tournament:
a) To the preliminary round of Saturday, in the event of equality of two or several teams, priority will
be given by decreasing order to:

1 - better difference from goals,

2 - more a large number of gained matches,

3 - better attack,

4 - less penalties,

 5 - lottery.
b) Attribution of the points, victory with 2 goals of variation = 5 pts, victory with 1 goal of variation =
4 pts, no one with goals = 3 pts, no one without goal = 2 pts, match lost 1 Pt, match lost by fixed price
0 Pt with 5 pts and 2 goals with the adversary, failure with the regulation or penalty - 1 Pt
c) For the finales and matches of classification Sunday, in the event of equality, there will be “penalty
shoot-out” by 3 different players and, so new equality, to continue with the other players, until the



failure of a player compared to the other.

ART.3:      The arbitration is carried out by official referees F.F.F solicited by Europ' football, and
observers by name on the declaration of tournament having received the authorization of the
Atlantic District. Laws of the play with 11, balloon N° 5 for the category.
Subparagraphs specific to the tournament:
a) The matches proceed in half-time of 2x12 minutes. No prolongation. The time of play cumulated
by player will not be higher than the lawful conditions defined by the Atlantic District for one day of
tournament; official time of the category X 1.5 (2 X 40' = 80' X 1.5 = <120'). It is authorized 3
replacements in the course of play, on time-out and authorization of the referee.
      The other replacements are done, except time of play, at the half-time. The replaced players
become substitutes.
 b) A yellow paperboard involves the exit of the player during 5 minutes without replacement.
       Two yellow paperboards involve the exclusion of the player for the remainder of the match
without replacement.
       A red paperboard involves the exclusion of the player without replacement and the automatic
suspension for the following match.
       Any player excluded by red paperboard, not respecting the automatic suspension of the
following match, will see his team penalized by a lost match - 1 point with 5 pts and 2 goals with the
adversary, the final exclusion of the player for the remainder of the tournament.
 c) the referees present themselves, as of their arrival, at the Accounts center, they arbitrate in
official behavior.
       The nomination of the referees of the meetings is with their suitability. The transmission of the
results and observations is done using a “Card of Match”. The central referee cannot arbitrate the
club to which it belongs. The referees are in charge of making respect planning, the time of play and
the schedules of the meetings. Any team absent at the time of match posted is declared “lost by
fixed price” 0 points with 5 pts and 2 goals with the adversary.
       To avoid the fixed price warning itself of the time planning of the matches and meals, the place
and schedule of the 1st match every Sunday morning.
d) Any team must have 2 sets of shirts of different color. Lottery of drill plates so necessary.

ART.4:       Association will take the necessary measures to ensure its responsibilities for organizer: A
wired for sound center of reception and communications, interpreters, posting of the
responsibilities, help. Arbitration and police of ground. Planning of the meetings, the meals,
management shuttles of transport between stages. Posting of the results of the preliminary round
saturdays and classifications. Place and schedule of the 1st match every Sunday morning. Planning of
the finales. Meal and drinks on the sites. Hour and place of the handing-over of the trophies.
subparagraphs specific to the tournament:
 a) The unit, players, teachers, referees, persons in charge of teams, spectators, begin to respect the
spirit of the tournament.
 b) Each player, teacher or leader, commit themselves respecting the arbitration and the regulation
of the tournament.
 c) Taking into consideration incomprehension or litigation, only the members of the Management
Committee, referents with this regulation, will be entitled to rule:    Gilles LOQUET__Bruno
